Republic Services of Southern Nevada will pick up just about
anything. Larger appliances such as washers, dryers,
refrigerators, etc., will require a special pickup. Please
make an appointment by calling 735-5151.

Is There Another Way to Dispose of Solid
Waste?

In addition to its curbside service, Republic Services also
offers free dumping at all its solid waste facilities, provided
you are a current customer of Republic Services, display a
valid Nevada drivers license and the remittance stub of
your most recent bill. The closest transfer station to your
residence is the Henderson Transfer Station, 560 Capehorn
Drive (Sunset & Gibson), Henderson, NV 89015, 399-5501. It
is open 7 days a week for your convenience.

Tips for the Best Service:
- Place solid waste at the curb the night before the

scheduled pickup.

- Use nothing larger than a 33-gallon trash can or rent a

90-gallon Mobile Toter.

- Limit any one pickup to three cubic yards or fifteen

33-gallon cans.

- Make sure that all loose materials, such as dirt and rocks,

are contained and do not weigh more than 75 pounds.

- Tree limbs must be tied and bundled and not more than

six feet in length.

- Each pickup day of the week, you may place your heavy
items out.

- Make sure any water heaters or water softeners are
drained and emptied.

- Break down any cardboard boxes.

How Can I Dispose of Hazardous Materials?
Republic Services also provide drop-off sites at all its solid
waste facilities for oil, paint and car batteries. Four times a
year, Republic Services schedules household hazardous

waste days. Please call 735-5151 for these scheduled days.

When Is the Pickup?

Recyclables are picked up twice a month. Republic Services
of Southern Nevada asks that you refer to your calendars or
call 735-5151 for your pickup dates.

Tips for the Best Service

- Please place your recyclabes at the curb the night before
your scheduled pickup day.

- Should you have any excess recyclables, they may be
placed at the curb in bags or boxes next to your recycling
baskets, or contact Republic Services at 735-5151 for
additional baskets.

- If you move, please leave your recycling baskets at your
existing property.
