	To hold down canopy in wind, fill with sand, rocks anything heavy

	Hold a display to a table, or possible hold up the table.

	Plastic Wrap

	Use big roll of plastic wrap to wrap brochures to table top or sign boards to sign stands (when wind blows)

	Spring Clamps 

	Good all around fastener.

	Step Stool

	It helps with hanging banners on your canopy even when it is not windy.

	Nylon Rope 

	Handy for attaching canopy weights to canopy or for lashing a canopy down

	409 or Similar Cleaner 

	Helpful to clean your booth after the wind or rain hit.

	Plastic Ties or Zip Ties

	Hang signs to your canopy and keep them there

	Pliers

	Tightens any bolt on your canopy

	Paper Weights

	Hold brochures on table in light winds



	


These bags (weights) are bought where you buy canopies.  The 20 pounds bags (when filled), clip onto the canopy legs with a heavy duty Velcro straps. They look nice.  People don’t trip over them.  
Or, you can use coffee cans filled with cement, or milk jugs full of sand, or sandbags filled with sand and tie them to the canopy legs or hang them from the canopy to hold things down.

If the conditions are particularly windy, it may be smart to use a combination of the weights and the ropes.
