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· There are 4 basic functions provided by any GPS receiver: location, distance/direction info, route creation and tracking. 

· A GPS unit does NOT replace a map and compass. 

· A GPS unit is only as good as the map you use with it. 

· For top performance, your GPS unit may need to be initialized. 

· Practice at home before you use a GPS unit in the field.
